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IIl COORDINATOR’S CORNER

Preparations for the 2007 Dumaguete Mission are in its final stages.

Dr. Michael Sison visited Dumaguete City in Sept. 2006 to meet with CMM
Dumaguete Coordinator Sister Felicina and Silliman University ophthalmologist Dr.
Regalado. He got the approval to do Cataract Surgery during the 2007 Dumaguete
mission.

Volunteers from North Carolina and Virginia packed 11 jumbo balikbayan boxes with
medicine, surgical supplies and medical equipment at the Ng Residence on Sept.
24th. The shipment should arrive in Dumaguete by the first week of January 2007.

After packing, we also had a short informational meeting with the new volunteers and
tried to answer questions pertaining to the mission

The January 2007 mission to Dumaguete will be CMM’s first attempt to conduct a
mission on a province-wide scale. The Medicine were purchased based on the survey
made by the St. Paul's Community Extension social service. They found “prevalent
diseases in the areas which have not been treated due to economic hardships.”

A minimum of 100 volunteers are expected to participate: 32 US-based (five of whom
are from Dumaguete), 28 returning Philippine-based, and the Dumaguete-based
volunteers.

The 2007 Carolina Medical Mission to Dumaguete, Oriental Negros is dedicated to
the memory of Zeny Datilest (CMM 2002 Volunteer; wife of Ulda & mother of Daniel,
both 2007 volunteers) and Angel Lajatot (brother of Claire Lajato Rhoades, CMM
2007 Dumaguete Coordinator)

CMM Volunteers Return to China

In August 2005, The Bridge to the Nations, a
non-profit organization and ICare Foundation
sponsored their first Joint medical, dental &
surgical mission to Northwest Central China,
Dongxiang, Gansu Province. They invited CMM
to work with them to serve the ethnic minorities
in China.

Our volunteers (Arlene Chua, MD, Annabelle
Chua, MD, Art de Leon, MD; Rosemary de
Leon, MD; Tony Ng, MD; Fred Ng, MD and Anita Ng) were the medical and surgical
doctors of this mission. They traveled thousands of miles to join other volunteers to
serve Dongxiang. It was an amazing experience. CMM agreed to return for future
missions.

In June 2006, CMM volunteer Art de Leon,

MD returned with Bridge to the Nations to
Dongxiang for a week long medical mission.
Later in August 2006, the CMM surgical team

of Nimfa Yu, MD, Antonio S. Ng, MD, Benjamin
Yu, MD, Fred T. Ng, MD and Anita Ng joined the
group of 60+ volunteers from the United States,
Taiwan, Singapore, England, and Australia. The
4 day joint mission treated over a thousand
people in Dongxiang. Following this mission,
the CMM surgical team proceeded to Lanzhou
Government Hospital #2 for a day of general

surgery.
